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This may seem odd, one of the adult guides reflecting on what a youth camp meant to him but here 
it goes. 
 

Upon first arriving at the camp we were warmly greeted and made to feel as part of the òfamilyó.  
The camp is mainly made of young counselors anywhere from 17 to 21, and very passionate about 
their beliefs in Christ.  They led us to a pavilion where they were singing and praising God.  I thought 
surely this could not be a Lutheran Youth Camp.  People were openly expressing their faith.  To be 
truthful, it took me back with a feeling of what did I get myself into.  As the week progressed, their 
open expression of faith and love for everyone was contagious. 
 

Our days consisted of eating breakfast, staff meetings, morning worship, bible study, activity, lunch, 
rest time, afternoon activity, supper, free time, evening worship.  The morning and evening worship 
were constructed and led by the youth.  The Bible studies where by the counselors and were broken 
down into small groups of six kids.  It is here that I got to see a different side of our youth, openly 
talking to others about what they believe their feeling and thoughts.  The Bible studies were great and 
the activities planed  (anything from hiking, white water rafting, to high rope courses) were awesome 
too.  But what struck me the most was the worship time, the kids were preparing the message, 
delivering the message, picking the music, and leading the worship.  While unorthodox, they were 
truly amazing.  The kids even led a foot washing service one night. 
 

As I sit up in the mountains admiring the creation of God and watching the kids and counselors 
interacting, I begin to wonder if we have not created a society that has the priorities backwards.  
Where getting good grades, going to a good school, and getting a good jobs was the goal of life.  Oh 
and by the way, mix some religion in there.  I think God has made it very simple for us, Love one 
another as he has loved us. 
 

As we are wrapping up the week, I begin to dread going back.  This is truly a remarkable place and 
experience and thank God I was blessed enough to come.  I wish everyone had a chance to 
experience this much love and compassion for each other and Christ.  I wish everyone had a chance 
to see their kids in this light.  Many people thank John, myself, Shelly, Kristie, and Keith, but in 
actuality I think it is us who should thank you for allowing us to be with your kids, to see them in this 
environment, to participate in their lives.  As much as I wish I could stay, to be surrounded by this 
much love and compassion, to be in this small part of Heaven, safe and secure, I realized that I must 
go.   I believe God uses places like this to recharge you so that we are able to go out in the world and 
make a difference. 
 

Today was the last day at camp; I got to watch one of the villages do the òleap of faithó.  It is where 
you climb about 20 feet onto a platform and then jump to a trapeze that is about 8 foot from the 
platform.  Of course you have a body harness and are tied off, but this does little to calm your nerves.  
I got to watch as youth after youth climbed to that platform and jumped even though some were 
scared of heights.

PASTORõS NOTES... 

On Saturday, June 26, members of Adventõs leadership, (including Council, staff and heads 
of committees,) gathered for a morning of reflection, learning and conversation about the 
ministries and congregational life of Advent Lutheran Church. 

We began in prayer, and by recalling the work of our February retreat, when we heard a 
presentation on òmissional churchó by Synod leaders, Len Dale and Alan Walter.  For 
churches that have long-term stability, the concept of being òmissionaló is expressed best by 
being òa church on a missionó rather than being a òchurch with a mission.ó  It means that 
we go outside ourselves wherever possible to meet the world that God loves with the light 
and healing that only a relationship with God can bring.  It changes the direction of our 
work from òbringing people inó to òsending people out.ó  This shift in perspective is already 
underway with our Purpose Statement and Missional Directives: 

Adventõs Purpose Statement 

  òCelebrating, Sharing and Growing in God's Loveó 

Missional Directives  

 Celebrating Godõs grace through meaningful worship and fellowship 

 Inspiring lives of faith 

 Challenging our faith community to grow in discipleship 

    Committing our resources to help restore and rebuild the greater 
community 

As we engage this vision, the leadership will continue to meet for conversations about how 
our ministries are fulfilling these directives, to lift up and define challenges and then have 
them addressed by the appropriate leadership teams. 

Scott Schulte and Leon Bauman gave a preview of Fall educational programming about 
foundational values, especially the values our parents taught and that we are teaching to our 
children about money and possessions.  This program, from the company ShareSaveSpend, 
is an initiative of our Synod, and Advent will be working closely this year with the synod and 
Nathan Dungan, the founder of ShareSaveSpend, on gathering our families around 
discussion tables to garner the wisdom of all generations (from under 6 to over 60!) and 
guide our decisions about our òstuff.ó  The leadership feels strongly that we need to do 
much more to assist parents in giving their children good and Godly values and tools that 
will enable them to resist the many unhealthy habits and messages from the culture around 
us. 

Finally, we shared with each other the challenges facing each ministry area and some 
overarching congregational concerns as we respond to the òebb tideó of Christianity in our 
culture.  As more and more of our friends and neighbors choose NOT to commit to a 
Christian community of any kind, what shall our ministry be?  These questions are being 
raised and considered on a variety of levels, and Pastor Roger and I, along with all of our 
churchõs leadership, invite and encourage your input as we journey together faithfully, 
following Jesus, and discerning what God is òup toó in this place.  Itõs exciting work, and we 
would love to have your ideas and dreams as part of the process.

This is due mainly to the encouragement for the other youths and counselors.  I got to see youth transformed from being very timid and 
scared before the jump to being òpumpedó after the jump.  It was incredible watching this transformation.   One youth in particular 
òAlexó was neat to watch.  Alex had just had leg surgery and difficulty getting around.  The climb would be particularly difficult for him.  
The counselors were able to get a ladder that could go all the way to the platform without climbing the tree.  This allowed Alex to get to 
the platform and make the jump.  The support and encouragement for the youth during this endeavor literally brought tears to your eyes.  
The even more astounding thing was the decision to do the òleap of faithó.   Each village had only enough time to do either the òleap of 
faithó or the òhigh ropes challenge courseó.   Most of the villages chose to do the high ropes, but this particular village chose to do the 
òleap of faithó because that was the thing Alex had a chance of doing.  They as a whole chose to do something they all could complete.  
Now that is sacrifice. 
 

So here we are heading back from youth camp, 20 kids and 5 adults fired up about what they believe and what they have learned.  What 
do we do know, do we pat these kids on the head and say good job or do we allow them to make a difference.  We as a congregation are 
at a crossroads.  Do we put the youth back into a òprogramó or do we empower them to make a difference.  I believe the youth have a lot 
to say and we need to listen.  They question what they see in the world and they question why we do or donõt do things in response.  They 
question òtraditionó.  They hear us talking but donõt get the message the way it is presented.  They see us arguing about the politics of 
church, multiple synods, arguing about human sexuality, etc. and I believe to them they wonder why. The youth have been at a camp 
where their voice can be heard, where they had the ability to prepare and lead worship, where they had the ability to serve and be served.  
Their enthusiasm is contagious. 
 

I feel the youth currently, while well supported are just a program, not really part of the church.  We tend to keep them tucked away, we 
teach them to go out and change the world, but do not want them to change our church.  We tend to keep them tucked away in a box 
and wonder why we have trouble keeping them interested.  We do not regularly invite them to be part of the church, and when we do it 
tends to come with conditions.  From their comments here at camp, they want a voice to bring a message that has meaning to them.  
Here at camp, the staff empowers them to lead service and present a message that is pertinent to them.  It teaches them that they can 
make a difference.  They have passion in what they present.  Is it always fluid and easy to pick up on, do they make mistakes, absolutely.  
We tend to make this a negative instead of embracing it as a learning process. 
 

As I have said, so where do we go?  This is not a decision that is made by the pastors, council or any directors, this is a decision we as a 
congregation need to make.  I believe the question is simple, do we want to teach our youth to be òChristiansó that check in on Sunday 
and believe that is good enough or do we empower our youth to believe they can make a difference and yes they have a message that 
needs to be heard.  I believe we are scared of change and I believe we are scared of the message that the youth may bring.  It may hit too 
close to home and bring us out of our comfort zone.  It was strange, during the second day of camp, we went on a hike.  One of the girls I 
was talking too mentioned that it was neat to learn about God and have fun also.  This took me back as I realized that we as a society have 
made these two distinct things, that you could either learn about God or have fun.  They should be one in the same.  I believe God wants 
a relationship with us, one that is fun. 
 

I mentioned to some of the youth, what if they were allowed to plan a service.  One with no caveats, only to have a beginning, middle and 
end.  One with a message about God they presented, and one with music that they feel passionate about.  I ask if they would be willing 
and if so what would this service look like.  To say they were eager is putting it mildly; they were ready to start right then.  I may have 
kindled a fire that is difficult to put out, and I probably spoke out of turn, but I believe we have got to figure out how to integrate these 
kids into our worship life.  If not I believe we are sending the wrong message to our youth. 
 

So, òwhere do we go from hereó, we are getting  ready to head on another mission trip to Florida with the Senior High.  I believe this will 
be another life changing experience for the kids and especially for me.  I would be these kids will come back fired up and ready to make a 
difference.  I think we have to build on this enthusiasm and start empowering them to make a difference.  I would be willing to get with 
the youth and look at opportunities to participate and lead in worship, to help us decide on mission trips, to help us decide òwhat kind of 
communityó we want to become. 
 

This path is not for the feint hearted, once started, the ride begins.  There is no telling where this will lead, but I do not worry as I believe 
the Holy Spirit will guide us.
